Congregation, Nano Nagle. The Presentation Sisters had a significant effect on Edmund’s mission.

I How to apply for a WWVP and Number

:1. Complete the online application form www.justice .tas.gov.au/working with_children

2. Print the “Application Receipt” which is generated when the application has been completed in full
13. Take the “Application Receipt” to a Service Tasmania shop, pay the fee ($17.60) and have your 100 point
1 check to confirm identity

1 Once your registration has been approved and you receive your WWVP card, please bring it to the
1 school office so your name, registration number and expiry date can be recorded and verified.

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Unpacking the daily MYTERN Message: You can’t always MAKE things happen

We often spend a lot of time and energy trying to force things to happen. With children it may be
wanting to make friends quickly; getting a new pet or a new bike; or being asked to sleep over at a
friend’s house. With adults it could involve wanting a new job; a bigger house; a new car; or that
long awaited overseas holiday.

The trouble is that while we concentrate on trying to make something happen, we often miss out on
appreciating what we already have.

Family activity: Discuss examples of when you have tried to make something happen at the
expense of appreciating now. Emphasise the importance of appreciating what you DO have instead
of always wanting more. See if you can all find examples of what you would like to happen, and
then discuss the consequences of not getting it immediately. Are you going to let the fact that it may
not happen instantly ruin your life now? Take a deep breath; appreciate now and allow it to unfold
naturally. It may surprise you how quickly it could then appear.
