eShare from your own experience (Mine the rich experiences of your life and share your wisdom from
your unique point of view.)

eBe vulnerable (Be willing to share your failures as well as your successes. Others will relate to you.
They’ll understand that they’re not the only ones with challenges.)

oTell stories (Facts tell and stories sell. They inspire too. We learn best from parables and we all need to
develop our own inspiring stories.)

eBe a good communicator (Watch how you speak and what you say)

eChallenge people (Many of us have had teachers who at times seemed more like tormentors than
mentors. They challenged us to do our best.)

In our school community of over 460 children, 50 staff and community members we all have dreams. In
our school community there may be the child who grows up to discover the cure for cancer, or the child
who is able to solve the crisis in the Middle East, or a child that is able resolve world poverty. At different
times in the past two years children from Sacred Heart have expressed a desire to resolve these three
issues. It is up to each one of us to challenge and inspire our children to get closer to these dreams.

Each one of these examples is further modelled for us by Jesus. He shows us how we can be better
team players by reflecting ‘Jesus values’ of compassion, kindness, forgiveness, tolerance,
understanding, patience, welcome and joy. These are values that each one of us can demonstrate each
and every day. We don’t need to be saints, we just need to be “switched on” to the needs of our
community.
