Oral Language 

This year at Sacred Heart our teaching and learning focus has been on 
developing students’ oral language skills. Oral language encompasses two 
components. Expressive language (speaking) is the use of words and non-
verbal processes to share meaning with others. Receptive language 
(listening) is the process of understanding what has been expressed.

Oral language is the student’s first, most important and frequently used medium of communication. It is 
the foundation for the development of literacy skills which is considered to be a strong indicator of 
future reading, writing and overall academic achievement. Oral language skills become progressively 
sophisticated throughout the primary years and permeate into every area of our primary school 
curriculum.

Our staff have been involved in professional learning as well as working through inquiry cycles in order 
to reflect upon our practice and identify how best we can support the development of our student’s oral 
language by providing  opportunities for high quality talk. 

In order to provide students with further oral language experiences we 
will be providing weekly questions in the newsletter as stimulus for 
discussions to have with your children at home.

1. Complete the online application form www.justice.tas.gov.au/working_with_children
2.  Print the “Application Receipt” which is generated when the application has been completed in full
3.  Take the “Application Receipt” to a Service Tasmania shop, pay the fee ($17.60) and have your 100 point 

check to confirm identity
Once your registration has been approved and you receive your WWVP card, please bring it to the 

school office so your name, registration number and expiry date can be recorded and verified.
