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From the Principal:
Before School Care

The School has recently undertaken an audit of the provision of
current informal arrangements of supervision before school at
Sacred Heart. The School Board and Director: North, Matt Jones
have been part of these conversations as well. It has become clear
that the current provision for supervision cannot continue in its
current format and appropriate changes will need to be made.

The decision is based on on a variety of reasons including:
mandated duty of care requirements for supervision, increasing
numbers of students accessing this informal arrangement finding a
more permanent strategy to support families than is currently in
place; which was always intended to be short term. At the heart of
our decision has and will always be what is safe for the children of
Sacred Heart.

All other Launceston Catholic Primary School utilise Catholic Care
for Before School Care.

Commencing Monday April 29th, first Day of Term 2, Catholic Care
will be responsible for provision of Before School Care at Sacred
Heart. Unless students arriving before 8:30am are under direct
supervision by a parent or guardian they will need to access the
Before School Care through Catholic Care.

Parents who wish to use this service will be required to contact
Catholic Care on 1300 119 455 or access myfamilylounge.com

The service will be available from 7am - 8.30am. This means that
children not using Catholic Care for Before School Care must not
arrive at school until 8.30am. Unless they are there and supervised
by a parent or guardian.

We understand this decision will be inconvenient for some families
and have not taken this decision lightly. We are required to act in
the best interests of the children of Sacred Heart and the
requirements of appropriate supervision the school must adhere to.

The program focuses on issues such as self-
esteem, managing feelings, problem-solving, decision-making, effective
communication and support networks.
