“Life is a journey with problems to solve, lessons to learn, but most of all,
experiences to enjoy.” (Anonymous)

Most of us remember major celebrations in our lives. Whether that is
birthdays, sacramental celebrations, weddings, our children’s birth,
sporting finals, musical concerts and major holidays, each one of these
has common threads.

Each one of these events requires careful planning, preparation and in
some cases training. Occasions such as these rely on a number of
people contributing to the overall success. Ultimately it is rare for events
such as these to end with a positive outcome unless a number of people
work for the common good.

For me one of the greatest privileges of leading Sacred Heart Catholic
Primary School is watching the ongoing growth of students, staff and
parents. In the past five years | have watched and admired our school
community participating in a plethora of activities.

Most importantly in our school community our challenge is to constantly
look for self-improvement.
