All Tasmanian Catholic Schools are required to undergo audits of what we
do as Catholic Schools. The three significant processes are


● School Registration
● Archbishop’s Charter
● Validation


School Registration is mandated by the Tasmanian Schools Registration
Board. Catholic Schools are audited every year. Thanks to Lidia, Karen and
Adele for the significant work they have made towards completing and
compiling documentation.


Catholic Schools are required to respond to the The Archbishop’s Charter
every five years. Our school will be responding this year. We are expected to


● Celebrate the things we are doing well
● Identify areas that we could improve upon
● Consider areas we could start doing


Our school will be surveying our community, including staff in early Term 3.
We will share the survey data with all of our community. The response plan







will be shaped by the Leadership Team and feedback sought from staff. Our
goal is to have the plan shaped by mid Term 4.


Validation is a process that all Catholic Schools undergo every 5 years. As
for The Archbishop’s Charter  SHS is expected to undergo this process in
2021. Late last term we shared with the community emails that detailed an
invitation to complete a survey. The survey is open as of Monday. We will be
sharing survey data with our community after this has been collated by the
external agency.


Survey for validation


As of Monday approximately 41%, or 243 parents have responded to the Validation
Survey. Thanks to the many parents who have completed the survey. It remains open
until mid August.


Survey for Archbishop’s Charter


Parents would be aware that we SHS is responding to the Archbishop’s Charter.
Parents will receive a survey this week, this is a different one from the Validation
Survey.


The survey looks at four areas.


● Catholic Identity
● Learning
● Leadership
● Mission


Grade 5 and 6 students complete the survey on Monday.


We are especially keen to hear from the community on areas we could make
improvements in and what we could to make the improvements.

SHS Avenue - Capital Projects Submission


At the end of Term 2 our school, along with 19 other Catholic schools, was visited by
the Capital Projects Committee (CPC). The CPC had 97 million dollars of requests to
consider from the 20 schools. The CPC has approximately 6 million dollars to
allocate.
They assess the importance of each project and make recommendations based on
the assessment.


Our project, entitled SHS Avenue, seeks to rectify the egress challenges in and
around Block B and C. We will receive notification from CPC later this term.

● Scan and Assess (Collect rich evidence about what’s really happening in
key learning areas)


● Prioritise (Where to focus energies to change the experience and results of
our learners)


● Develop and Plan (How can we learn more about what we do)
● Act (Do things differently, learn new approaches)
● Review (Assess and evaluate the impact on student learning)


Our teachers use inquiry cycles in grade groupings to improve student outcomes.
