On Friday at Sacred Heart we celebrated ‘Green Day’. The day
began with a liturgy in the Presentation Gym.

After the liturgy
students participated in class based activities to assist in their
knowledge and understanding of Nano Nagle and in the afternoon
connected with their buddies.

Nano Nagle was born in Ireland in 1718. She later became a
pioneer of Catholic Education despite legal inhibitions in a time
when Catholic children were not permitted to attend school.
Nano Nagle originated from a wealthy family and was able to
assist students, who were denied a Catholic Education, to travel
to Paris so they could receive a Catholic Education. She
eventually opened a Catholic school in Ireland, run secretly to
provide for the poor and with the motivation of helping them to
live better lives. Nano Nagle spent her life in service, living out
the motto ‘not words, but deeds’ and demonstrating extreme
compassion, courage and faith. The Presentation Sisters were
founded and eventually came to Launceston to set up what was
the beginning of our school. At Sacred Heart we continue to live
out the values and charism of the Presentation Sisters,
supporting and encouraging our students to do the same.

How to apply for a WWVP and Number

1.Complete the online application form www justice tas.gov.au/working with children

2. Print the “Application Receipt” which is generated when the application has been completed in
full

3. Take the “Application Receipt’ to a Service Tasmania shop, pay the fee ($17.60) and have
your 100 point check to confirm identity

Once your registration has been approved and you receive your WWVP card, please bring

it to the school office so your name, registration number and expiry date can be recorded

and verified.
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
